Only youth ages 14-18 are invited to walk with the pioneer trek in June.  However, Deacons may participate in all of the other trek related activities and events, and may use those activities to help them fulfill Duty to God requirements.
Physical Development #6 – Hike 6 miles in one day

The Priesthood Commemoration Event includes a 5.2 mile hike through Parleys 
Gulley.  Deacons who participate in the hike will be given the opportunity of 
adding a .8 mile segment to the hike  to complete the 6 mile hike requirement.

Quorum Activities #5 – Participate in 2 quorum service projects each year

Quorums may choose to use the hygiene kit project as a quorum service project 
and work as a quorum to gather materials to be put in the kits on May 16th.

Citizenship – Social Development #11 – Participate in 4 family, quorum or ward social events.

Participation in the Priesthood Commemoration Event on May 16th with other 
members of the ward and stake could be one of the 4 events.

Spiritual Development #6 – Read an account of one of your ancestors . . .

Deacons may choose to find out more about an ancestor as discussed in the trek fireside, using the resource helps suggested on the trek website if needed.  The Deacon then needs to report on what he learned in a Family Home Evening as listed in his book on page 17.
